Week Four/Five/Six: “Swing It!” – A Study in Rhythm
1.2 Read, write, and perform rhythmic notation in duple, triple, and mixed meters.

1.3 Transcribe simple aural examples into rhythmic notation.
· Curriculum:  Rhythmic Note Values, Rhythmic Rest Values, Time Signatures
· Activities: Fill in the Beats Worksheet, Stomp Out Loud, Create A Beat

Week Seven/Eight/Nine: “Express Yourself!” – A Study in Expressive Devices
2.1 Sing a repertoire of vocal literature with expression, accuracy, tone quality, and articulation.
5.2 Identify and describe how music functions in the media and entertainment industries.
· Curriculum: Expressive Devices, Tempos, Sight Reading

· Activities: Expressive Device Chart, Jeopardy, Movie Musical Project
Week Ten/Eleven/Twelve: “Rock With The Greats” – A Study in Genre & History
3.5 Classify by style and genre a number of exemplary musical works
3.4 Perform music from diverse genres and cultures
5.3 Identify various careers for musicians in the entertainment industry

· Activities: Genre Chart, Song Analysis, Artist Profile Project
