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Steps to Sight-Reading A Song

1. Locate the hand position labeled on the sheet music.
2. Set up both hands (right and left) in position on the keyboard.
3. Look at the clef that has the first notes in it.  Is it treble or bass?
4. Determine which hand plays first.  
a. Treble Clef (    ) = Right Hand notes
b. Bass Clef (   ) = Left Hand notes
5. Find the finger number that plays the first note and begin.
6. Follow the notes moving up or down on the staff
a. If the note moves UP, 
move this way ( on the keyboard
b. If the note moves DOWN, 
move this way ( on the keyboard.

7. Play for NOTE accuracy
8. Play for RHYTMIC accuracy
9. Continually repeat practice 
10. Perform it!
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
